The criteria for the bursary includes: excellence in academics, financial need, leadership
qualities and aspirations for future success. The applicants are asked to submit an essay
giving the Selection Committee an indication of their leadership capabilities and what

receiving this bursary would mean to them.

Finalists will be interviewed and attendance is required.
